FOREWORD OF THE AUTHOR

During two incomplete centuries the mints of the Russian Empire issued not so many
of such badges. Their artistic aspect is rather simple, while respective legends thereof are
short-spoken. As opposed to the commemorative medals the badges are rather modest
looking. However, one should not forget that said little metal pieces have immortalized
significant and, sometimes, fortune-dealing events of the national history. Their value and
exceptionality reside exactly in this particular fact. There are also of certain significance for
eventual admirers of the Russian antiquity and like any other historic monument they need
careful and attentive attitude thereto.

Examination of the badges is rather captive occupation. Thus, certain differences,
unnoticeable from the first sight, in respective inscriptions, image details or edge shaping
particulars may raise a good many questions before respective explorer upon the measure
of their identification. Searching of the answers to said questions urges keen explorer to
take respective guide-books, to look for corresponding archive documents or to obtain
consultancy from numismatic expert.

This catalogue book is addressed to the wide audience. It will be of interest for all
those, who are not indifferent to the history and numismatics, namely, for collectors, arts
critics and professional historians. Main purpose of this catalogue book is to provide the
most complete data about the badges, either accumulated by the predecessors, or as a result
of the own searches and observations. In this catalogue book, there are indicated respective
circulation amounts of the majority of the commemorative badges, belonging to the period
of the imperial reign, as well as their varieties in terms of respective dies and their edges shap-
ing. This catalogue book might be of good help for the museum guardians in systematization
and description of such badges, while for the amateurs of antiquities it might help them
in specification of their rarity and eventual price at the numismatic market. Description of
the badges is followed by brief historic references about respective events and personalities,
to whom they are dedicated. To make utilization of this catalogue book more convenient,
there are enclosed information generalizing tables at the end of said book.

Definition of the «badge» came from the French word «jeter», which means, «to dis-
pense». V. Dal provides more exact definition thereof: «medal, fine, change or coin, minted in
c ion of one or another event and meant for dispensing or gifting». In fact, the first
ever coronation badge «In commemoration of the Empress, Catherine I crowning, 1724»
has been used exactly in accord with its application, i. e. it has been dispensed to the com-
mon people during the coronation solemnities. The same took place subsequently. During
coronation ceremony of Elizabeth Petrovna «...there have been dispensed to the common
people 1200 golden badges, each 1 tchervonets (10 rubles) worth and 16949 silver badges...»
(Russian State Archives of the Ancient Acts F.248, b.1518, fl.118-1200ver, 121). Later on, such
badges have been accepted, as «junior brother» of the commemorative medals, because
rather often they have been issued in parallel and sometimes in advance thereof.

Very often the golden badges have been granted together with commemorative med-
als*, while silver ones have been dispensed to the rank-and-file representatives of the Army

and to junior officers**. By the end of the XVIII century such commemorative badges became
real masterpieces of the engraving art.

Badges are general denomination of the relatively local group of the numismatic monu-
ments. Being similar in terms of shape, sizes, raw material and manufacturing techniques,
they may greatly differ in terms of their functional application. According to the classification,
offered by the employee of the numismatic department of Hermitage, L.1. Dobrovolskaya*
all badges are divided into accounting, gamesome, presence, commemorative, familiar, prize,
souvenir, awarding, paying ones and so on. In sight of the author of the present catalogue
book there are commemorative badges, minted.

The author intentionally digressed from highlighting the whole spectrum of differ-
ent types and varieties of the badges, leaving beyond the frameworks of investigation the
paying and souvenir badges, as well as the badges, minted in private workshops and some
other badges.

It is worthy to mention, that «presence badges», which are functionally adjoin to
the commemorative badges and which have been dispensed to the Academicians upon
their attending respective sessions of the Imperial Russian Academy; are included into the
catalogue book.

Besides, all badges may be classified according their external specifications: medal-
like or coin-like. However, it should be understood that such classification thereof is rather
conventional one. Yet, there are no explicit criteria, according to which it would be possible
to make clear deduction with respect to what badge is coin-like and to what badge is medal-
like. Thus, the author of the catalogue book agrees with the definition of «<medal-like», when
it goes about the badges, minted during the period from 1826 to the beginning of the XX
century. However, if there are examined respective badges, belonging to the XVIII century,
then with reference to all of them it would be more appropriate the definition of «coin-like».
There are several explanations to this effect. Firstly, the golden badges have been minted on
the ducat circle, while silver badges have been minted on the ten-kopeck coin in the XVIII
century. Secondly, they had the edge outline more similar to that of the coin, than that of
the medal. Thirdly, they had little thickness. Fourthly, those who have been lucky enough
to pick up such badges during their dispensing to the common people might use them as
respective jubilee coin, paying it in the nearest store.

In this catalogue book there are presented only commemorative badges, stamped out
at the mints of the Russian Empire, though there are some exceptions for that matter. Thus,
the author of this catalogue book intentionally included therein those badges, which have
been minted for the following three important events of the Russian Empire: «In memory
of Catherine IT decease. 1796», «In memory of Nicholas I decease. 1855» and «In memory
of Alexander I1I decease.1894», giving account to himself that said badges have been minted
abroad: the latter two in Germany, while the badges «In memory of Catherine II decease.
1796» have been minted, supposedly, in France. Taking into account that the badge «in
memory of Catherine 11 decease. 1796» is not described in the numismatic literature, I
would like to stop on it in more detail. This badge has been stamped of silver and obviously
at the mint. It has the edge outline in the form of the corded edge to the left. The reverse is
turned with respect to the obverse at 1800. There are no any inscriptions. On the obverse of
the badge there is right-hand late effigy of the Empress, while on the reverse thereof there is
imperial cipher of Catherine I1. After the Empress’s death and in the period of Paul I reign-
ing, this badge could be fairly minted on quite clear reasons.

Itisalso of no less importance to accentuate attention on the generally accepted defini-
tions, like «original», «<modern replica badge» and «counterfeit». Thus, «originals» are the
badges, stamped at the mint, using authentic dies, having initially approved edge outline

and made in gold or silver. According to the opinion of the author, it is possible to refer to
the originals those badges, which have been additionally minted within a short period of
time for the same event upon indications of the higher officials.

Such additional minting of the badges has been rather often occurrence in the Russian
history. For example, the coronation ceremony of Elizabeth Petrovna took place on April
25, 1742 and on April 28, 1742 that is 3 days later she asked «...in addition to the available
items to manufacture... again the medals and badges of various types, namely,... 1000 golden
badges... Elizabeth» (Russian State Archives of Ancient Acts E17, bl, Vol.310, f1.61). Within
4 months, on August 13 of the same year she asked again to mint additionally the missing
badges: «... According to the edict of Her Imperial Majesty the Governing Senate took into
consideration the report, presented by Commission in charge, to which Her Imperial Majesty
sent the list of badges to be dispensed to the persons, belonging to the first 4 classes, as well as
to other persons, attending Her solemn coronation ceremony and also to the officers and rank-
and-files of the Life-companies and Life-Guards regiments the allocated number thereof, lacking
for that matter 324 golden badges, 19122 silver badges and asked to manufacture thus indicated
number of the golden and silver badges and upon manufacturing thereof to send them rapidly
to said Commission...» (Russian State Archives of the Ancient Acts F.248, b. 1518, fl.142).

As for «modern replica badges, they represented the badges, stamped at the mint,
as original ones or in certain cases, using newly cut dies within long period of time after
respective event upon the order, placed by some individuals or organizations, but not later
than 1917. Such modern replica badges may be made of gold, silver and very often there
are encountered modern replica badges made of bronze.

The counterfeits represent copy badges, i. e. those which look like at maximum the
original badges, but made not at the mint, using, however, modern technologies and ir-
respective of for what exact objectives. According to the opinion of the author, to the same
group of badges one may refer also certain counterfeits, made in the times of the Imperial
Russia and contemporary copies thereof.

In order to distinguish the concepts «original», «<modern replica badge» and «coun-
terfeity, it is necessary to examine attentively so-called «third side» of the badge that is its
edge. The edge is not only certain means to protect the badge against rubbing of the pre-
cious metal rather it is also a reliable protection against counterfeits. Even today, it is rather
problematic to counterfeit qualitatively the edge in spite of the development of the advanced
techniques.

In this catalogue book there are presented 9 varieties of the badge edges, from among
which there are 5 smooth ones. One of the basic rules, using which the collectors may identify
the original, is to guide oneself with respect to the availability of the initially approved edge
outline. For example, if the badge, belonging to 1782, has corded edge to the right, then this
badge is original one, and if this badge is smooth, then it is likely that it is modern replica
badge. However, in certain cases it is rather difficult to specify original badge according to
its edge outline. For example, if the badge, belonging to 1742, has smooth, reeded edge (that
is when the traces of the engraving tool are situated in perpendicular to the badge plane),
then this badge is original one and if on the smooth edge of the badge there are seen certain
traces of rubbing, directed circumferentially around the badge, then this badge is modern
replica badge. Such modern replica badges were always minted in small amount that is
why there are encountered more rare than the original ones. However, the author of this
catalogue book has rather negative attitude towards such modern replica badges, because
their specimens often have no any scientific and historical value. Undoubtedly, such modern
replica badges have their own right to existence, but considering high value of some of them,
it is necessary to distinguish them from contemporary counterfeits, though implemented
at very high technical level.

I'would like to discuss one more problem, referring to the specification of the obverse
and reverse of the badges «In commemoration of Peter II crowning. 1728» and «Imperial



Russian Academy. 1783». Thus, there are certain misreadings in special editions on this
problem and there is no unanimous opinion for that matter in the numismatic community.
Let us compare these badges with analogues medals. On the medal of 1728 the obverse re-
produces the effigy of Peter II, while on the reverse thereof there are shown imperial regalia.
On the reverse of the badge there are the same imperial regalia, while on the obverse thereof
there is imperial crown with respective 5-line inscription beneath instead of the effigy of the
Emperor. Similar situation is with the badge of 1783. On the obverse of the medal there is
the effigy of Catherine II, while on the reverse thereof there is imperial cipher of Catherine
II. Meanwhile, on the reverse of the badge there is also imperial cipher of Catherine II, but
on the obverse thereof there is a book, globe and other attributes instead of her effigy.

The archive documents only confirm all abovementioned: ... The key of the wisdom,
opening the way towards extensive knowledge and hanging on the terrestrial globe, is Grammar,
which is directly linked with Vision and Prosody. These three sciences, comprising the scope
of activities of the Russian Academy, have their own foundation, represented by the book. On
the rostrum, on which lies said book, it is written the year, in which said useful establishment
started its activities. The reverse reproduces just reward on behalf of Catherine Il in the form of
the following inscription: «Imperial Russian Academy» (Russian State Archives of the Ancient
Acts F10, inv.3, F1.465, f1.78, 78over.)

In the process of his work over this book the author discovered several unknown
and, sometimes, bewildering facts with respect to which it is not possible to give any single-
minded interpretation today. Firstly, why the badges, devoted to the crowning of Elizabeth
Petrovna, whose coronation ceremony has been arranged during five months, have smooth
reeded edge, while the badges, devoted to her sudden decease, have more sophisticated
edge outline with corded edge to the left and manufacturing of which required certain time.
Logically, the picture should be vice a versa.

Secondly, it arises the following question: «Why only on two badges «In commemora-
tion of Anna loannovna crowning. 1730» and «In commemoration of Elizabeth Petrovna
crowning. 1742» on their reverses there is letter E at the end of the word B MOCKBE (IN
MOSCOW), though according to the grammar rules of those times it should be written via
‘b and preposition B should be written with the letter b? How one may explain such paradox
situation. The reform of the Russian language would take place only in 1918.

Such doubts are rather often encountered during various numismatic investigations,
because numismatics is very captivate occupation, linked with the most interesting events of
the Russian and world history, thus providing a lot of food for meditations about dramatic
turnouts in the destiny of the homeland.

I hope sincerely that this book will help You to understand better such magnificent
evidences of the Russian history, as commemorative badges of the imperial Russia, as well
as to appreciate their splendor and refinement.

The author expresses his deep gratitude to all those, who helped him during his
work over this catalogue book, as well as he would like to bring his personal gratitude to
the well-known numismatic explorer, D.1. Peters for his help in searching required archive
documents.

In 1721 they signed the Niestadt peace treaty, signifying the end of the Northern War. During this war
Peter I proved to be a great military commander. The victory, gained at Gangut in 1714, raised authority of the
Russian fleet and that of Peter I as the naval commander. Another victory, gained in the battle near Poltava,
consolidated quite tangibly the power of the Russian sovereign.

Peter I was hard in shaping up the imperial features of his country: there have begun forming the basic
symbolics of the imperial Russia and there have been invented new scenarios and myths of the monarchist
power and self-conscience thereof. It was with Peter I that they had established European absolutism governing
pattern, based on centralization and imperious power potential of the ruler: there have been formed regular
army and there emerged bureaucracy, while political role of the church was done away with and there have been
introduced direct monetary taxes

On October 22, 1721 Peter I has been conferred the title of the All-Russian Emperor, Father of the
Homeland and the Great (however, during his lifetime only Prussia, Denmark and Sweden recognized that title
of his). Since then Russia became the Empire and Peter I became its first | mperor. Up to 1917, when autocracy
has been overthrown, the title of the «Emperor» was concurrent to the title of «Tsar»

The laws and verdicts, adopted by the supreme power in those times, were based on the postulate that
«power of the monarchies is autocratic power and God himself has ordered us to obey it with utmost dedication»
Thus, it has been taken for granted that «his majesty is the autocratic monarch, who is responsible to nobody in
the world for his deeds. Yet he avails of his statehood and lands, which he, being the Christian sovereign, consid
ers his duty to rule over with due dignity and grandeur»

To commemorate adoption of the new title they planned to devise badges <ADOPTION OF THE IM
PERIAL TITLE», but they have never minted them. There have survived only some test prints in the collection,
belonging to baron Minikh

Coronation of Catherine I and solemn festivities ruined Peter I health and he has set off to Tula, to take
a course of mineral water treatment. A week later, the Emperor was already on his way to the new capital, Saint
Petersburg. It seemed, that his health condition should have urged the tsar to alter his habitual daily schedule and
made him stick to a sparing regime, but Peter has remained true to himself: contrary to the medical prescriptions,
he undertook a long travel to Schliesselburg, Olonets works, Staraya Russia and he has visited Ladoga channel

Asaresult, Peter I came back to Saint Petersburg quite sick. Major part of the last months of his life he has
been bedridden. Even during the days of some sickness relief he did not take care of his health at all. Thus, he took
part in various festivities, betrothals and in the elections of the new «father-duke» to replace the deceased one
As always, all these actions were followed by lavish libations, which have been utterly contra-indicated for him
The tsar made his best to keep his spirits up. Thus, overcoming his ailment, he issued his decrees, instructions
and indications. However, by the middle of January 1725 the Emperor has been incapable to get up of his bed

Peter the Great deceased on January 28, 1725, being fairly 53 years old. The witnesses described sincere
manifestations of grief, even of bewilderment, caused by the news of Peter’s death. As wrote V. O, Klyuchevsky,
«here there was a certain share of the traditional and ceremonial tears, It has been just a burial tribute, paid to
any of Moscow tsars. Yet it was the unfeigned sorrow, noticed even by the foreigners, as well as in the troops and
among the common people. Everybody felt quite evidently, that a veritable strong hand has been lost forever.
with so few reliable champions to support the order roundabout. Therefore, many people asked involuntarily one
and the same nagging question: what is next?» There have remained two effigies of Peter of those days. One of
them is well-known under the name «the wax effigy» (Sculptor Rastrelli made the death mask of deceased Peter
and also he measured all parts of his body. Later on, the same sculptor has made a life-size statue of Peter, sitting
enthroned). Another effigy, showing Peter in his deathbed, is the picture, painted by Ivan Nikitin. His artistic
activities were highly appraised by Peter .

Peter I was buried in Peter and Paul Cathedral in Saint Petersburg,

Actually, Peter I gave first example of the imperial coronation ceremony, when laying the crown on
Catherine 1. In the capacity of the Emperor’s wife, Catherine Alexeyevna bore the title of the Empress, but Peter
wanted to award her this title irrespective of the rights, granted thereto by the conjugal ties.

The coronation ceremony represented a sort of alliance of two solemnities: religious and the state one.
The crown itself has been made similar to the wedding crowns, used during the nuptials. Later on, the crown of
Byzantine Emperors served as the specimen of such crown, consisting of two golden hemispheres, having oblong
shape and divided apart by the golden arch crowned with the cross

In the Assumption Cathedral they have erected a semblance of throne with imperial regalia, lying on a
special table. Hand-railed rostra, covered with red cloth, led from the Assumption Cathedral to the Red entrance
porch and to the Archangel Cathedral. On the eve of the coronation ceremony «Their Majesties» had moved
to the Kremlin from their Summer Palace. In all Moscow churches and monasteries there were ringing all and
every church bells. Early in the morning of May 7, 1724 several regiments came to the Kremlin and lined up on
the square therein

In the morning, at 8 oclock in the Assumption cathedral it has been held a solemn public prayer. Upon
the gun volley it has been opened a solemn procession of various guests to the Kremlin palace. At 10 oclock there
took place public appearence of the sovereign with his spouse, making their way to the Assumption Cathedral,
where they took their places on the throne. Under accompaniment of the well-wishing singing, volleys of the guns
and ringing of the church bells, the Emperor, holding scepter in his hand, imposed imperial mantle and crown on
the Empress. After the liturgy, Catherine I kneeled down at the Holy Gate and archbishop Theodosius «anointed
her with sacred myrrhy, while archbishop Theophanus wiped off the anointed places with «cotton cloth»

Said anointment was followed by making her communion. Upon leaving Assumption Cathedral the
Empress made a low bow before the sacred relics and before the graves of various sovereigns in the Archangel
Cathedral, as well as before those of the sovereigns in the Resurrection female monastery. Then they gave a fes
tive dinner party. Al said solemnities ended with public festivities and with dispensing of the golden and silver
badges to the tune of some 15 thousand roubles to the common people.

Catherine I died on the eve of the third anniversary of her coronation. On the next day, that is on May 7
the imperial palace became the venue of all members of tsarist family, the generals, as well as of the members of
Supreme Secret Council, Senate and Synod. They have read out the testament of deceased Empress that stated
delegation of the imperial power to Peter Alexeyevich. Everybody, who assisted said venue and the Guards, have
taken the oath of allegiance to the new Emperor.

According to one of the versions Peter II wanted to set off immediately to Moscow for coronation but
the prince Menshikov prevented this deed, because he preferred to have new tsar closer at hand and to keep
him «before his very eyes». In October of 1727 there have been issued two decrees, from which it is possible to
presume that coronation ceremony has been planned on forthcoming autumn. Yet Peter II departure to Moscow
for coronation ceremony took place only after Menshikov’s downfall.

By the end of the year there have started preparations of the court for departure. The solemn entrance to
Moscow took place only on February 4, 1728. The coronation ceremony proper proceeded in conformity with

respective ranking, established for the persons, belonging to the regal ranks, as early as during the reign of tsar
Fiodor Alexeyevich. The coronation procedure imitated the ceremony of 1724. However, for the first time the
traditional imperial regalia, namely the mantle, made of golden brocade with embroidered eagles and lined with
ermine fur, as well as the orb, scepter and brilliant crown have been supplemented with solemn carrying out of
the national banner, sword and seal. Moreover, they have added the diamond chain with the order of St. Andrew
the First-Called to the imperial mantle. The coronation ceremony was handled by the archbishop Theofan of
Novgorod

On the occasion of these festivities, there have been staged special refreshments and entertainments for
the people and «they have burned down multiple fireworks on the Tsaritsyn meadows. In addition, 37 persons
have been granted higher rank

Anna Ioannovna has been crowned on April 28 1730, after getting rid herself of the guardianship on the
part of supreme council, which still tried to urge her to follow its «regulations» (a number of rules, according to
which the empress got limited in her powers). In January of the same year she has announced her coming back
to Russia and in February of the same year she has moved to Moscow. After making certain complicated political
reshuffles, she has urged all high officials to swear their allegiance to her, as to the sovereign

Then there began respective preparations for the coronation ceremony about which they have informed
all common people, foreign ambassadors, as well as tsarist relatives and «their majesties»

The coronation ceremony was held in the Assumption Cathedral according to the habitual rites: the
archbishop Theophanus imposed the crown and the mantle on her, then he has handed over her respective
imperial regalia: the scepter and the orb. For the first time, the coronation ceremony included special prayer,
proclaimed by the knelt down sovereign, clad in the purple. Upon proclamation of this prayer, all present officials
knelt down and Theophanus read his noble prayer. After being anointed, the Empress was led into the altar part
of the temple to accept the Holy Sacrament according to the regal rite.

After leaving the Assumption Cathedral the newly crowned sovereign, being hided under the luxurious
canopy and followed by her suite, strolled to the Archangel Cathedral, then to the Annunciation Cathedral and
further on to the Red Gate. At the appointed hour the E
persons of honor, who were waiting in anticipation of her appearance, lined up in two rows according to their

npress entered the Faceted Chamber, where numerous

ranks. The archbishop was the first to announce the beginning of the festive meals, then Anna loannovna sat
down to the table, asked something to drink and had her «meals». The meals were brought to her table by 15
servants according to the order, established by special ceremony of 1724. The food remains off the regal table
were given to the common people.

The Empress threw away with her own hand the golden and silver badges out of the window. On occasion
of these festivities, which lasted up to the 5 of May, the city enjoyed beautiful illuminations each day

The casus belli for the Russian Turkish war of 1735 - 1739 became incessant forays, made by Crimean
Tatars to Ukraine and Caucasus. In 1736 the Russians contemplated to take Azov and to concentrate wholly on
fighting the Crimean Tatars. In summer of 1736 the don army, headed by the general P. P. Lassy and under support
of the don military flotilla took Azov, while the Dnieper army, headed by B. K. Minikh, captured Bakhchisarai
However, certain problems, linked with the army provision with foodstuffs and ammunition, combined with
epidemics and overall weariness, urged Minikh to retreat and to return to Ukraine.

In 1737 Minikh resumed military actions and took Ochakov, leaving there 8000-strong garnison. In
summer of 1737 upon forcing a crossing over Sivash, the Russian army entered Crimea and inflicted a series of
defeats to Fetkhi-Guirey. However, it has failed to retain Crimea. Meanwhile, military campaigns, ventured by
Austria, the ally of Russia, have ended in failure too.

Because of the plague epidemic the Russian Army had to abandon Ochakov and Kinburn, yet in 1739
Minikh succeeded to take Khotin and Yassy in violent battles.

Subsequent conclusion of the peace treaty between Austria and Turke

as well as certain threat of eventual

aggression on the part of Sweden, urged Russia to sign Belgrade peace treaty in September of 1739. Peaceful
negotiations in Constantinople on behalf of Russia were carried out by French ambassador Villeneuve. According
to said Belgrade peace treaty Azov has been returned to Russia with no right to erect any fortifications there,
while Kabarda in the Northern Caucasus has been announced as the neutral territory. Moreover, Russia had no
right to keep either military or trade vessels on the Black Sea. To make the matters worse, the ruling Sultan of

Turkey refused to recognize Empress status of Anna loannovna.

By the end of her rule Anna Ioannovna got seriously ill and according to her testament, after her reign the
throne should have been inherited by the descendants of her sister Catherine of Mecklenburg, whose daughter,
Elisabeth Catherine Christine, has adopted orthodoxy and has got the name of Anna

Anna loannovna herself was officially considered non-married and she had no children

In 1740 Anna Leopoldovna, married off to Anton Ulrich, the Prince of Braunschweig-Luneburg, gave
birth to the boy, loann. In its turn, Anna loannovna announced the infant, loann VI Antonovich, as her crown
prince and shortly before the death, though after her long hesitations, she has signed respective manifest, by
virtue of which Biron, her favorite, has been nominated as the regent to loann VI Antonovich, who was only 2
months old at that time.

Anna loannovna deceased on October 17, 1740 of kidney disease. On the same day the imperial scepter
has been handed in to her great nephew

Anna [oannovna was buried in the Peter and Paul Cathedral in Saint Petersburg,

TIAMATHBIE

On the night from November, 24 to 25 of 1741, as a result of the coup détat, they have arrested the nomi
nated Emperor loann VI Antonovich, his family and his prominent adherents. Meanwhile, Elizabeth Petrovna,
the daughter of Peter I, has ascended the throne. Only a few people fell into disgrace: nobody has been executed,
however, several disfavored persons have been exiled to Siberia. On the following day, it has been issued respec
tive manifest, legalizing the right to the imperial throne and by virtue of which the active participants of said
coup détat have been granted certain titles

By virtue of other manifest, it has been announced firm return to the principles of the rule, established
by Peter L. It has been issued special decree, proclaiming forgiveness to the criminals and annihilation of various
fines and surcharges within the period from 1717 to 1730.

However, the coronation ceremony has been postponed until April of 1742, because upon the will of the
Empress, it should be performed with great splendor.

On February 23, 1742 the Empress, followed by her numerous suite, set off to Moscow. The coronation
festivities have been inaugurated on April 25, 1742 at 5 oclock in the morning, followed by the volleys of 21
guns. The coronation proper has been managed by Amvrosius, the archbishop of Novgorod. Unlike the previ
ous gns and bypassing once established order, Elizabeth herself put on the purple and the crown. She has
made her personal communion in the altar part in accord with her regal rite.

Allalong the way of the Empress procession from the Assumption Cathedral the prince Cherkassky, who

accompanied her, has been throwing out the golden and silver badges on both sides of the road. At the same
time, they have sent several officials horse back, being the horses richly adorned for that matter, to throw out
such badges into the crowds of the common people.

On occasion of the coronation ceremony they have announced a long list of various regal grants and
graces. Prior to the festive dinner and, in particular, afterwards the Empress repeatedly came up to the windows
of the Faceted Chamber and threw out with her own hand golden and silver badges to the common people

All throughout the festive meals, arranged in the Faceted Chamber, there was singing the Italian chorus,
placed in the corners of the hall. From May 8 through to June 6, they have staged magnificent fancy-dress balls
On June 7, i. e. on the last day of the coronation festivities »... all over Moscow and in all and every house thereof
they have carried out multiple and opulent illuminations...» :

In 1761 the health condition of Elizabeth Petrovna was becoming progressively worse with every coming

day. Almost all the time she stuck to bed, yet urging her officials to make regular reports for her. The Empress

was dreaming to move to the new Winter Palace, which has been under construction at that time, but in order to
perform finishing decoration thereof the architect Rastrelli asked such huge sum of money, which the imperial
could hardly afford itself

In late November Elizabeth Petrovna felt somewhat better and she has resumed even her «daily chars»

treasury

but soon on December 12 came sudden change for the worse. The physicians predicted rapid outcome Following
example of her ancestors, who upon having certain presentiment of their forthcoming death, tried to make
certain favors to their subjects. That is why on December 17, the F mpress has declared her personal decree to
the Senate, stating «to set free all those imprisoned and to stop all persecutions, as well as to return back all
exiled persons...»

On December 20 Elizabeth felt a bit better but on December 22 at 10 oclock in the evening the doctors
announced straightforward, that the health condition of the Empress has been highly endangered. On December
23 the Empress confessed her sins and received communion, while on December 24 she has expressed her will
to administer her extreme unction.

In the evening, right on the eve of Christmas, Elizabeth Petrovna ordered to read her the prayers for
dying off and on December 25, at about 4 P m., the senior senator, the duke N. Y. Trubetskoy has announced,

that the «Empress Elizabeth Petrovna deceased and currently in the Russian Empire governs His Majesty, the
Emperor Peter I11.»
Elizabeth Petrovna has been buried in the Peter and Paul Cathedral in Saint Petersburg

Unlike her husband, Catherine IT has not delayed her coronation ceremony and she has announced about
this event a week after her ascending the Russian throne. She left for Moscow on September 1, 1762, that is two
months later the coup détat. Prince N.A. Trubetskoy, the President of the Military Board, headed respective
coronation commission. They had to accomplish large scale works within short terms. Thus, they had to erect
four triumphal arches, to put imperial regalia in their order, to prepare the imperial crown, as well as they had
to arrange fireworks and illuminations and so on. The problem with her coronation ceremony consisted in strict
tive ceremonial sequence, in which should participate hundreds of people. On 13 of Sep.

bservance of respe

tember, it took place a ceremonial entry of her majesty to Moscow. Up to the very day of the ceremony proper
Catherine, clad in her bulky and cumbersome attire (the train of her dress, measuring 7 meters long, has been
handled by 8 chamberlains), had to hear multiple welcoming addresses

Her coronation proceeded on September 22, following all ceremonial particulars to this effect. The impe.
rial crown has been decorated with 58 large and 4,878 little diamonds, as well as with 389 carat worth emerald
and large pearls. In fact, her crown was 2 million roubles worth. The coronation ceremony was accomplished by
archbishop Dimitrius. When imposing her imperial regalia Catherine herself put on the crown

Upon leaving the church, the Empress visited several Kremlin cathedrals and through the Red Gate she
has returned to the palace to announce a series of regal graces: on amnesty to those, fallen into the crimes, on
cancellation certain surcharges and official penalties, while for the Russian Army has been confirmed all their
rights and benefits, granted by ELIZABETH Petrovna. At 3 oclock the Empress entered the Faceted Chamber
and took her seat at the royal table, followed by dispensing of special coronation medals.

In the evening the whole Moscow was lightened with bright illuminations. It has been arranged a veri
table feast for the common people. Thus, in the crowded areas they put tables with plentiful snacks for eventual
beggars and they dragged wheeled barrels with beer and honey drinks over the city:

The Academy of Arts has been established in 1757 upon suggestion of L1. Shuvaloy, the enlightened noble-
men and sponsor, as the “Academy of three most important arts” On November 6 the Russian Senate has adopted
the following resolution: “Said Academy of Arts should be established here, in Saint Petersburg”. Initially, it has
been reckoned on the list of Moscow University, though Saint Petersburg has been its permanent residence seat

from the very beginning: first in the private estate, belonging to 1. Shuvaloy, the sponsor of the newly established
Academy, then in other houses. Actually, Shuvalov was the first President thereof. Thus, he managed deliberately
the enrollment of the students and it was he who has invited well-known artists as respective tutors and, finally,

it was exactly Shuvalov who has offered his rich collection of various artworks at the disposal of this Academy,

which has become subsequently the basis of the first ever museum of Arts in Russia

On March 3, 1763 the Senate has approved respective Decree, issued by Catherine 11 and stating: “to
estrange completely the Academy of Arts from the University”. Along with this Decree, Shuvalov, too “has been
estranged” from the Academy of Arts” The period of his selfless sponsorship has been announced as “private
occupation’, i.e. the private matter of the sponsor. 1.1 Betskiy was appointed as its “Director in chief”. A month
later it has been approved the academic seal, which gave birth to the name “The Imperial Academy of Arts”

On June 30, 1763 there took place general public meeting, attended by “most noble Russian and foreign
persons”. On July 8, the Academy has been visited by Catherine I1 herselfand she has been taken around all classes
for inspection. According to the “verbal instructions” of the Empress, they handed over repeatedly numerous
artworks from the palace collections, “indispensable for the benefit of the disciples” Moreover, they have started up
erection of the magnificent building to accommodate this Academy. Early in 1764 they have arranged respective
auction of the students’ artworks and they have announced about inauguration of the theatre. On November 4,
1764 Catherine IT has granted respective charter and special privilege to the Academy. The purpose of this new
establishment was to regulate artistic life, to place artistic orders and to confer respective titles.

On July 7, 1765 they held their repeatedly postponed initiation ceremony (or inauguration for that matter)
of the building of the Academy and of the church after the name of loann Damaskin

Many outstanding personalities of Catherine 11 epoch considered it their utmost honor to become the
honorary member of this Academy of Arts,

In 1765 catherine II has established the court roundabout, representing the contest on horseback, using
arms against dummies. At the same time, it was a sort of festivity, during which they demonstrated new attires
and jewels. Along with the knight (male) roundabout they have staged also the roundabout for ladies (female)
The ladies competed on the horse-drawn carriages, driven by the coachmen. They performed similar military
exercises, as their male counterparts on horseback. These competitions have been arranged at specially equipped
area, surrounded with tribunes for multiple spectators. Participants thereof had to display their agility and high
n assessed by special

skills in handling horses and arms. The quality of performing various exercises has be
umpires, whose evaluations determined the winners of valuable prizes

These roundabouts bore two aspects: the competitive and the gala ones. The first one has been shaped up
of two traditions: the antique and medieval ones. The antiquity has brought about so-called ring games, i.e. hook
ing and subsequent removal of suspended ring with the spear. Succession of this antique tradition is evidenced
by the following inscription. “From Althean banks to the banks of Neva” on the medals and badges, minted in
commemoration of the roundabout, staged in 1766. Medieval tradition of the knight tournaments exerted its
impact too upon said roundabouts. The first part thereof was devoted to the particular duels of certain knights,
while the second part was devoted to the overall combat between two groups of the knights. These duels found
their continuation in one of the roundabout exercises under the name “lance-breaking”. The gala aspect of the
roundabout performance consisted of the festive processions of all participants, followed by their numerous
suits, to the venue of the contest and then to the place of the prizes awarding. All roundabout participants were
divided into little detachments, representing fancy-dress quadrilles. Their suits represented respective sty
attires of the knights, while their quadrilles bore respective names

ized

In 1765 Catherine IT has entrusted A. Rinaldi to erect some provisional wooden structure on the Palace
square in the form of the amphitheatre, fitted with galleries and lodges to stage said tournaments. On June 16, 1766
the first ever roundabout took place. Upon termination of the respective tournament, the umpires announced the
names of the winners thereof: the countess, N. Chernyshova among the ladies, the prince I. Shakhovskiy among
the horseback cavaliers and baron Kh. Fersen among the carriage drivers. On July 11, 1766 such roundabout
has been repeated. The winners were as follows: again the countess, N. Chernyshova among the ladies, Grigory
Orlov among the horseman, and again Kh. Fersen among the carriage drivers. Traditionally, such roundabout
performances ended with festive supper.

In the beginning of the XVIII century Russia began to experience certain shortage of the scientific staff
Their preparation in line with ever growing standards required establishing of certain coordination center, the one
which subsequently has become the Imperial Academy of Sciences. There were actually all required prerequisites
to establish such Academy. There were available already the observatory and chemical laboratory. Within the
period of 1719-1721 they have set up three printing houses in Saint Petersburg. In addition, they have purchased
scientific collections in Europe and brought several ancient manuscripts from the monasteries to the capital
Besides, they have begun to study the territory of the own country and to draw up respective maps thereof; they
have arranged several expeditions and began to investigate natural resources, as well as to erect hydro-technical
plants and to pick up all sorts of collections.

Resolution of Peter I on the establishment of the Academy of Sciences followed on January 22, 1724
Official inauguration of the Academy of Sciences took place after Peter the Great death, namely, on January 8,
1726, when Catherine arranged solemn reception in honor of the academicians

As a matter of fact, the Academy of Sciences has been set up as governmental institution: it had its own

staff, certain powers and functions. It was financed from the state Treasury and bore secular character. It has been
oriented on the close relations with craftsmanship and production process. In general, it represented the whole
scientific and research center, incorporating both scientific and educational functions

The academic conference, headed by its President (the first President was I Blumentrost), has become
respective supreme body of this Academy. All sciences were divided into three classes: mathematical, physical and
humanitarian ones. The Academy comprised also scientific library, museum, own printing house, observatory,
botanic garden, instrumentation chambers, as well as physical cabinet, chemical laboratory, anatomical theatre,
engraving works, mechanical and optical shops.

Among the first academicians there were such outstanding scholars, as famous mathematician, Daniil Be
nulliand one of the greatest mathematicians of the XVIII century, Leonhard Eiler. However, very soon the scholars,

brought up by their own “alma mater”, took leading positions within the proper Academy of Sciences

The academicians launched a good many of large-scale scientific investigations. Thus, there were laid
fundamentals of the atomic theory of the substance composition and there were developed scientific concepts
of heat, capillary phenomena, electricity, magnetism and optical phenomena. Lomonosoy has discovered the
general law of the substance preservation. Such application sciences, as geodesy, cartography;

In 1768 Catherine II issued her Decree on erecting the monument, devoted to Peter I on the Senate
Square in Saint Petersburg. The author of that project was the Frenchman, Etienne Maurice Falconet, the founder
of the monumental sculpture. He has been invited by Catherine II upon friendly advice of the philosopher, D
Diderot

This monument, which is considered by right as the best equestrian statue in the world, consists of the
s well as of the respective inscription,

following five elements: the pedestal, the horse, the horsemen and snak
carved on the pedestal. Each of said elements bears enormous emotional and meaningful burden. Thus, the
pedestal is not a mere place for the monument. This huge granite boulder, called “Thunderstone’, weighing
some 80 000 poods, has been found with many efforts on the shore of the Finnish Bay and has been delivered to
the monument erection site on special raft. The outlines of this monolith boulder remind some wave, which adds
certain dynamics to the monument. On the pedestal there is a snake, trampled down by the hoofs of the horse
and representing the embodiment of the victory, gained over formidable adversary in the Northern War.

The horse under Peter 1 is actually some inalienable integrity with the horseman himself, looking like
the soul and flesh, impelled in one single impetus to meet the oncoming day. To create the statue of this horse,
upon request of Falconet, they brought there two Orlov trotters, whom every now and then have been reined in
by the skilled riding master. Peter the Great sits horseback with energetic, resolute face and with his outstretched
hand, as though shawing the way to be followed by Russia

The inscription on the pedestal is no less expressive: “To Peter I. Catherine II” It emphasizes general idea
of the Empress to trace succession line between Peter’s deeds and the activities of her own.

Development of the literature over the last quarter of the XVIII century made it necessary to set up
some scientific institution, the mission of which would be studying of the Russian language and elaboration
of the Grammar rules and dictionaries, as well as monitoring of correct and uniform use of various words and
development of the versification and rhetoric. The governmental research and development institution, that has
assumed the mission of elaborating of the concise dictionary of the Russian language and respective grammar
thereof, as well as of studying its history, has become the Russian Academy:

It has been founded with immediate participation of Catherine I1

The first President of this Academy became Catherine Romanovna Dashkova, who has substantiated the
necessity of foundation thereof and made up comprehensive program of its functions. Constituent assembly was
held on October 21, 1783, where they have adopted the Charter of said Academy in the presen
members. The Charter limited the number of the academicians: it should not exceed 60 men

Apparently, the nominations of the first Academy members were the subject of special discussions, held
between Catherine Il and Dashkova, about which evidences respective protocol thereto: “there were announced
the names of those, who would be eventual members of the Academy”. Among them there were such well-known
writers, as D.I.Fonvizin, G.R.Derzhavin, M.M.Kheraskoy, Y. B.Knyazhnin.

Likewise, into the membership of the Academy there were also introduced such specialists on precise and
natural sciences, as the astronomer S.Y. Razumovskiy, mathematician S.K Kotelnikov, physician A.P. Protasov,
geographer and historian L1. Lepekhin, philologist A.A. Barsov and jurist S.E. Desnitsky. Within the list of first
Academy members there were mentioned the names of the diplomat A.A. Bezborodko, as well as those of the
top aristocracy representatives - LP. Elaghin and A.S. Stroganov. There were also included several representa
tives of the army

E.R. Dashkova proceeded from the premises that it was necessary “to arrange such vanguard team, which
would be capable to establish respective procedures and strict order to compose the Russian concise dictionary
that should include all definitions of the things and implements and such other phenomena, introduced and
used heretofore”

navy and clergy.

It is possible to consider the basic scientific proceedings of this Academy subsequent edition of the
“Concise dictionary of the Russian language”. It has been set up respective translation department to translate
the best works of the foreign authors into the Russian language. Upon the initiative of E.R. Dashkova, it has been
founded special magazine, entitled “The interlocutor for those, who are fond of the Russian word” with direct
participation of Fonvizin, Derzhavin, Kheraskoy, Kapnist, Knyazhnin.

In 1777 the Swedish king Gustav 11l made personal visit to Saint Petersburg. Upon arriving home the
king showered numerous complements, addressed to Catherine II. Yet the Empress and her suite were not too
much enthusiastic about the policy, pursued by the king. Thus, they emphasized his ambitions and unreliability,
combined with his striving to look like his bellicose ancestors. Gustay thought that the year of 1788 has been
particularly beneficial for assaulting Russia (the Russian-Turkish war was at full swing at that time)

Without declaring war in June of 1788 the Swedes have laid siege to the Russian fortress Neuschlot and
Friedrichsgam. On July 1 of the same year Gustav declared war to Russia. Thus, Sweden demanded returning
of certain lands in Finland and Karelia, allotted to Russia by virtue of the Neistadt and Abo peaceful treaties, as
well as accepting of Swedish mediation in the war between Russia and Porta. Their ultimatum ended with the
following demand: “The king would like to know: either “yes” or “no” and he would accept no indulgence in
these terms without infringing upon the interests and dignity of his own people”

Considering this situation particulars, the war of 1788-1790 proceeded without scoring great victories or
suffering heavy defeats, while mutual hostilities were developing languidly and there took place only insignificant
encounters between minor opposing detachments on the land. Meanwhile, main events occurred on the sea

The military campaign of 1788 was marked by the marine battle of two navies near the island of Gotland. Both
parties considered themselves to be the winners of said battle and on this occasion there were held thanksgiving
apitals. However, the events of 1789 found their continuation on the sea. Thus, in July the

services in respective
Russian navy squadron under the command of the Admiral, Vassily Chichagov, defeated the Swedish fleet, while
in August of the same year prince Nassau who commanded the Russian fleet of the rowing vessels smashed up
one part of the respective Swedish boats. In May of 1790, having triple supremacy in the naval forces, the Baltic
navy of Sweden failed to defeat the navy squadron of ¢ hichagov that has been stationed in Revel. The Swedish
king failed to achieve so cherished results in his efforts to conquer Friedrichasgam. To make the matters worse,
the Swedish king has lost all his rowing fleet near Vyborg and he has been nearly captured there

Ultimately, Gustav I1I personally addressed to Catherine I1 with his suggestion to sign peace. Peaceful
negotiations started in July of 1790 and in August of the same year both parties concluded their Verel Peace
Treaty, leaving intact respective frontiers of both states.

The only benefit, gained by the king from this war, was resulting abandonment of Russia of its claims
to restore old regime that has existed in Sweden prior to the revolution of 1772, when Gustav has appropriated
certain share of the Parliament rights in his favor.

New war with Turkey started in August of 1787. Turkey aspired to occupy Crimea and to deploy this
war in the North Caucasus. In its turn, Russia concentrated 120 000-strong army in the south. On October 1,
1787 Turkey has laid siege to Kinburn, but A. Suvorov has overthrown landing troops of the enemy into the
sea. In 1788 the Turkish navy suffered full defeat from Sevastopol navy squadron near the isle of Phidonisi. The
Russians took over Ochakov and established their power over the mouth of the river Dnieper. Opposing to the
plans to shatter the armies of the allies, A. Suvorov defeated the Turks near Forshany and Rymnik. In his turn,
Potyomkin captured Bendery, Khadzhibey and Akkerman. Meanwhile, Turkey prepared defensive lines on the
Danube, made their raids to Crimea and summoned its reserves, intending to advance to Kuban from the side
of Anapa. In July of 1790 the Russian fleet prevented landing of the Turkish troops in Crimea near the Kerch
strait. In addition, the Turks suffered tangible defeat near the island of Tendra. The autumn of 1790 highlighted
all-round offensive of the Russian troops on Danube. The Russian troops under the command of Suvorov took

the fortress of Izmail by storming. The year of 1791 marked ever new victories of the Russian troops on Danube,
liberation of Anapa and crushing defeat of the Turkish navy at the cape of Kaliakria

At the same time, it was the period, when there has been shaped up the anti-Russian coalition, comprising
England, Prussia and France. In spring of 1791 this Triple Alliance demanded Russia to conclude peace treaty with
Turkey, returning it Ochakov and the lands, lying between the river Bug and the river Dniester. Said “Ochakov
case” aggravated contradictions between Russia and England. The anti-Russian feelings grew up also in Poland
One part of the high command thought it necessary to seek for some compromise. However, owing to the adamant
willpower of Catherine I1, they managed to succeed in gaining peaceful terms, more acceptable to Russia, Thus,
according to Yassy peaceful treaty of 1791, agreed with Turkey, the latter confirmed its consent to join Crimea
to Russia, while the Russian-Turkish border have been receded up to the Dniester. On the other hand, Turkey
had to recognize the patronage of Russia over Moldavia and Valakhia

On the occasion of signing peace with Turkey, there were held various festivities, followed by issuing
respective manifests, as well as by multiple odes, sermons, fountains, fireworks, illuminations and the like. These
public celebrations were accompanied with brilliance of the numerous garlands, music, gunfire and ringing of
the church bells.

In 1796 Catherine I looked brisk enough, though being rather plump. She has instilled everybody the idea
of her being in good health. Thus, external appearance of the Empress manifested no symptoms of her impending
end. The only disease well-known to those around her were never-healing sores on her legs, which impeded her
walk. Catherine II could never boast of the robust health. Thus, she was sick quite frequently, but she was seldom
bedridden and only in the cases of the dire necessity. Long life of the Empress was largely stipulated by her strict
observance of the daily schedule: Catherine I1 always got up at six oclock, then she was busy with numerous
concerns of the state governing, followed by the dinner time, after which she was involved into arranging of

various urgent matters or reading books. In the evening the Empress usually had a good time. Apparently, being
of weak health she had to appeal frequently to the medical services, but Catherine did not trust the doctors. Thus,
she considered them all as charlatans and every now and then she has either addressed to the healers or practiced
self-treatment. According to one of the versions Platon Zuboyv, the last favorite of Catherine, advised her to take
cold water baths to treat her legs and persuaded the Empress to follow his advice. The Empress felt a bit batter but
on the next day, on November 6, 1796, the Empress suffered lethal hemorrhage or according to the terminology
of the XVIII century, she has suffered the apoplectic stroke, followed by thirty six

After Catherine I1 death there were rumors in the capital that in the process of arranging personal papers
of deceased Empress, Paul I and Ober-Holmeister, A.A. Bezborodko, found special package, tied up with black
velvet ribbon, representing Catherine II testament, according to which Paul should be kept aloof from the
throne, while her adorable grandson, Alexander, should be declared as her hair. On reading this testament, Paul
Iand A.A. Bezborodko have burnt it down. However, eventual researchers found no trustworthy confirmations

On December 18, 1796, just on the day of ascending imperial throne, Paul I issued his manifest on holding
coronation ceremony in April of 1797. Being the “enemy of luxury”, he has made arrangements about performing
economical and thrift coronation procedure. To allocate the sovereign during his staying in Moscow, it has been
ordered to restore the estate, owned by Bezborodko (such restoration required the work of 16.000-strong manpower)
Along with this, Paul I decided to coronate posthumously his father, Peter I11, buried in Alexander Nevskiy mon
astery. Accordingly, it has been announced the mourning ceremony for the Emperor and the Empress. Taking the
imperial crown off his head, Paul I put it onto the coffin of his father, after which it has been performed a solemn
reburial procedure.

On March 15, 1797 Paul I arrived to Moscow. All throughout his way to Moscow there have been posted
Russian troops and there have been arranged new five triumphal arches, and everywhere they have arranged vari-

ous festive actions.

The coronation ceremony was held on April 5, 1797 in the Assumption Cathedral of the Kremlin. There
were manufactured new imperial crown and respective scepter (the end of the latter was crowned with a diamond,
priced 200 carats worth). For the first ever time, together with Paul it has been crowned his wife, the Empress
Maria Fiodorovna. Their coronation ceremony has been performed by Gavriil, the Metropolitan of Novgorod and
Petersburg. Prior to all other imperial regalia, Paul I put on a dalmatic, representing ancient attire of Byzantine
emperors, the cut of which reminded the saccos of archbishop. Then, he put on the purple and imperial crown by
himself. They introduced new elements of the coronation ceremony, namely, imposing of Saint Andrew golden
chain, smaller crown and second mantle on the co-reigning Empress. Upon termination of the coronation ceremony,
the Emperor read out on his behalf and on that of the Empress, Maria Fiodorovna, so-called “Act of the throne
succession”. After descending from elevation, Paul I entered altar and put this “Act of the throne succession” into
specially prepared silver shrine (for future times). As a matter of fact, this document altered existing procedure of
the throne succession, established by Peter I in 1722. The imperial throne should be succeeded according to the
“natural” right, i.e. from the father to senior son. Besides they have introduced new title of “Cesarevich” for the heir
to the imperial throne.

In addition, Paul I put on by himself the crown of the Great Master of the Knight's Catholic Order of Saint
John of Jerusalem brought to Gatchina from Malta

Upon his returning to the Palace, there have been announced special graces to the common people, including
respective manifest of 3-day corvee. They held a festive dinner in the Faceted Chambe
was followed by the parade of the Russian troops, various festive actions, solemn receptions, as well as granting
certain favors, distribution of various awards, serf-peasants and lands (i.e. 100.000 serf-peasants and 1.000 million
dessiatinas of land)

According to the Charter of the Russian Academy (p.34) after each meeting thereof each member has
been given respective badge for thus held “session” (similar to the procedure, practiced in France). Annually,
there were issued 1000 silver badges, the symbolics of which were based on the image of the book, as the basis of
the following three sciences: Grammar, Oratory and Versification. On the reverse and according to the Charter
(p:32) it has been mentioned “Worthy award on behalf of Catherine IT". In general, the State Treasury granted 6
250 rubles for day-to-day needs of the Academy. As soon as Paul I came to power, he has immediately dismissed
E.PDashkova, the President of the Russian Academy, from all her offices and he has sent her to exile. The financial
support has been stopped altogether and quite unexpectedly the imperial authorities deprived the Academy of
its building and they transferred it to the military school for the orphans. Many academicians had to abandon
their educational work. In fact, the Academy began to curtail its activities, yet its authorities still cherished certain
hopes for eventual changes and they have even written the letter, addressed to the Emperor, expressing timid
hopes for his “grace” and “patronag

At the end of 1800 the Academy obtained new building. The number of the “presence badges” increased
up to 1500. On October 27, 1800 the supreme award of the Academy, namely, the Great Golden Medal has been
conferred to 1. Lepekhin, the indispensable secretary of the Academy and the like-minded man, as E.P. Dashkova

(he has been present at all 364 meetings of the Academy). This medal bore the following motto: “To the person,

who contributed a lot in favor of the Russian word”,

Alexander I returned everything to the Academy, which has been considered its own property. Moreover,
he has added 27 000 rubles for the construction of the new building and 3 000 rubles for edition of the printed
materials.

MINTAGE: «In the times of Paul I rule, the «presence badges» were first minted as many as 1000 pieces per year, then as

many as 1500 pieces annually.

In 1802, when Alexander I came to power they kept distributing the same badges. In the report sheet «on the receipts
and expenditures of the Imperial Russian Academy in 1802, on January 1, 1802 there were mentioned 196 such badges.
Meanwhile, in the same 1802 there were registered 1500 badges as receipts. In the course of 44 meetings, held in 1802, there
were distributed 1320 such badges to all those, present at the meetings. Then there were available 375 silver badges left on

January 1, 1803"*

The manifest on his coronation ceremony has been issued a month later of Alexander I ascending the
throne. Upon coordination with so-called “Secret Committee’, the Emperor reckoned on rapid, not more than
six weeks long coronation ceremony and relatively cheap festivities without any distribution of the lands and serf
peasants. Beginning from August 1801, numerous courtiers, landlords and gentry from remote places started to
move to Moscow (on one of such days some 14 000 carriages entered the city). On September 5, 1801 Alexander
I together with the Empress Elizabeth Alexeyevna arrived to Moscow, while on the 8th of September there took
place their solemn entry to the capital
ral. They have erected

The coronation ceremony was held on September 15, 1801 in the Assumption Cathed
asort of amphitheatre close to the belfry of John the Great and special platform in the Assumption Cathedral for
the persons, having invitation cards. The imperial throne was occupied by the widow Empress, Maria Fiodorovna,
followed by her suite. The future sovereign and his wife were welcomed by Moscow metropolitan, Platon and
by the archbishop, Seraphim. The church rite has been performed according to the previous procedure. The
sovereign did not put on his “dalmatic” and up to the very end of the ceremonial procedure he has remained
dressed in his general’s uniform

On the day of the coronation ceremony of Alexander I they have issued the imperial decree “On abolition
of the tortures”

Upon returning to the place, Alexander I ordered to read out respective manifest, which contained
enumeration of the following graces, granted to the common people on occasion of his coronation: withdrawal
of certain fines, cancellation of some criminal cases, forgiveness to those, who fled away abroad, increase of the
payrolls and the like (all in all 8 paragraphs). Further on there followed certain favors to the private persons.
Later on, the Emperor and his spouse set off to the Facetted Chamber, where they have prepared traditional

The existence of Sestroretsk mint, founded in 1766 and being in function up to 1767, then launched
again in 1771 to be abolished later on (bearing SM symbol), was short-lived. In 1762 they have abolished the
mint, situated in Nizhny Novgorod (it has been restored in 1796-1797). Catherine I1 contemplated inauguration
of the respective mints in Orenburg and Voronezh, yet their construction failed to be completed and the coins
have not been minted.

In his turn, Paul I abolished the mints that have been just inaugurated in Polotsk, Kherson and Arkhangelsk
(1796). During his rule, they closed the mint, situated in Peter and Paul fortress in Saint Petersburg. Instead of
itin 1799 they have established the bank mint (BM) that have been functioning up to 1805

In 1804 they founded respective mint in Tiflis, the inauguration of which took place on September 15,
1804. It was engaged in minting double abbazes (40 kopecks), single abbazes (20 kopecks) and semi-abbazes

(10 kopecks), made of silver, as well as copper coins of 20, 10 and 5 pools worth. These copper coins have been
minted there only up to the year of 1810, while the silver ones have been minted up to the closure of said mint
in 1834. In total, they have minted the silver coins to the tune of 1060.713 rubles and 76 kopecks, as well as the
copper coins to the tune of 9310 rubles and 89 kopecks

In August of 1825 the health of the Empress Elizabeth Alexeyevna deteriorated abruptly. Her physicians
Villie and Sgafrengen had certain fears to leave her in the capital in winter and recommended her “to go to the
south”. By that time after altering succession procedure of the imperial throne, Alexander I set off with his spouse
to Taganrog. After making a short stay in Novocherkassk, the Emperor set off further on to Crimea. However,
on November 17, he has returned to Taganrog quite sick. Yet, he stubbornly reject any assistance, offered by the
doctors.

Initially, there was no any information, received in Saint Petersburg and concerning the ailment of the

Empero, and only by the end of November the capital received some trouble news. There started intensive cor
respondence between the members of the ruling family. On December 9, they have arranged special church
service to the benefit of the Emperor’s health. Incidentally, it was the very day, on which there arrived special
governmental courier from Taganrog to inform everybody of the Emperor’s demise. Alexander I died in the es.
tate, belonging to the governor of Taganrog. Offic
caused by his disease”. However, insistent rumors about “mysterious turning of Alexander I into the monastic
elder, Fiodor Kuzmich” spread rapidly over the whole country. Along with these rumors it has been spreading

Because of the interregnum, the burial of the Emperor’s body dragged on indefinitely. Saint Petersburg has
been showered with numerous requests, coming from Taganrog. They were duly readdressed to Warsaw, to the
official heir of the Russian throne. Only 15 days after the Emperor's death, all his dear and near family members

(Maria Fiodorovna, Elizabeth Fiodorovna and Nicholai Pavlovich) came to the consensus on his immediate
burial. The funeral procession left Taganrog on January 10, 1826. On 18 of February it has reached Moscow and
on 12 of March it has arrived to Tsarskoye Selo,

On 25 of March the funeral procession headed towards Peter and Paul fortress. The burial procedure of
Alexander I was held in Peter and Paul Cathedral of Saint Petersburg

Nicholas I always paid particular attention to symbolic representation of the imperial power and rul
ing authorities, as respective manifestations of the grandeur of the Emperor’s figure. Accordingly, he worked a
lot over various power attributes. It was exactly he, who initiated creation of the State Anthem and raised the
status of the Heraldic Service, as respective department of Senate. All said symbolic endpoints accompanied his
coronation ceremony, that took place on August 22, 1826. On the eve of this event Moscow became the venue
of extraordinary ambassadors, officials of the diplomatic corps, as well as delegations from many countries and
representatives of various service classes. The Emperor entered Moscow horseback, vested in the uniform of the
chief of Preobrazhenskiy regiment

Starting from August 19, the heralds announced about the coronation ceremony for thee days running.
From the morning of August 22 common people flooded all squares and streets close to the Kremlin, while
inside of it they have erected special amphitheatre. All participants of the coronation ceremony were given
special tickets

At 10 oclock the widow Empress, followed by her suite, entered the Assumption Cathedral and one hour
later there have appeared another solemn procession: guardsmen on the horses, deputies from various provinces,
Cossacks horseback and other people. They were followed by Nicholas I and by the Empress. The reigning couple
was welcomed by the Metropolitan of Novgorod, Seraphim, by the Metropolitan of Kiev, Eugene and by the arch
bishop of Moscow, Philaret. Nicholas I did not put on his “dalmatic” and he remained in his general’s uniform
The coronation procedure added no new elements and, in general, it
followed old traditions: visits to the Archangel and Annunciation Cathedrals, coming back to the palace, short
rest and solemn dinner at special imperial table, placed in the Faceted Chamber.

Apart from various prescripts about the favors to be declared in the coronation day, there have been issued
several decrees and two manifests, stating certain “relaxations of restrictions” and respective “‘commutations”.

In the evening the Kremlin and the whole Moscow were flooded in bright lights. Numerous illumina
tions, fireworks, combined with balls and fancy-dress performances have been arranged in the palace, Bolshoi
Theatre, Assembly House of the gentr
embassies.

CHICKOI MMIIEpHH.

Accession of Nicholas I raised the question of his pending coronation as a Polish king. However, the
court proceedings over the members of several clandestine societies and the war of 1828 with Turkey delayed
his visit to Warsaw and fulfillment of the paragraph 45 of the Constitution of 1815 about coronation ceremony
(This Constitution has been granted to Poland by Alexander I. However, he has not established the procedure
and the mode of the coronation ceremony for the Russian tsar as a Polish king). On the one hand, Nicholas I
refused to ratify the promises, given to the Polish kingdom by Alexander I, including certain territorial expan
sion at account of the western provinces. On the other hand, he was firm enough in his decision to follow and to
keep to the rights and freedoms, granted by said Constitution. In his correspondence with Konstantin Pavlovich,
the governor-general in Warsaw, Nicholas I preliminary discussed all problematic matters of the forthcoming
coronation ceremony, including his personal presence or absence at the solemn public prayer to be arranged in
the catholic cathedral.

On May 7, 1829 Nicholas I together with his brother, the throne successor and his spouse, set off to Poland
Within 10 days they arrived to Poland, where he has been enthusiastically met by the troops and by common
people. The local Primate met “Their Majesties” on the threshold of the Franciscan Church. Nicholas I heard the
solemn prayer and drank the holy water to the general joy of all present. During subsequent days the Emperor
took free walks down the city and received the postings of sentries

On May 23 the heralds announced about the coronation ceremony to be effected on the next day, namely,
on May 24. The coronation ceremony took place in the Senate Hall of the royal castle with the royal throne on
the one side thereof and the cross in the middle.

The Primate read out his solemn prayer, the Emperor crowned himself, put on the purple and adorned
the Empress with the chain of the order of the White Eagle. Then, he took his oath Finally, the Primate exclaimed
three times consecutive: “Vivat rex in aeternum”. At that time, senators, nuncios and deputies of the respective
Polish provinces kept silent and the Primate read out the solemn prayer in honor of the newly crowned king
Meanwhile, in Warsaw they hatched up a secret plot to assassinate the Russian tsar, but fortunately they failed
to accomplish this. On May 28 they have arranged general regale for the common people and Nicholas I left for
Berlin.

From 1832 they started to place the coat of arms of the Polish Kingdom on the wings of the double-headed
eagle, representing the national emblem of the Russian Empire

Worries and anxieties, caused by serious failures in the Crimean war, worsened the health condition of
Nicholas I. The Emperor has been disappointed with general situation at the fronts, as well as with the attitude of
his allies, namely, of the Vien and Berlin courts, the former of which actually passed to the side of the adversaries
of Russia.

Accidental cold, caught by the Emperor early in February 1855, only aggravated his health condition
He had to follow the bed regime, but his disease progressed rapidly. Real powers were assumed by cesarevitch
Alexander Nicholaevich. Meanwhile, the Empress Alexandra Fiodorovna, beseeched Nicholas to pay the last
tribute of the Christian. On learning from his physician-in-charge, Mandt about the threat of his heart paralysis,
Nicholas himself wished to receive communion and to bid farewell to all members of his family.

Upon addressing to his elder son, Nicholas said: “I always wanted to assume all reigning difficulties and
hardship, leaving you nothing, but a peaceful, prosperous and happy reign. However, the Providence judged it
otherwise. Now, [ am to pray for You and Russia. After Russia I loved You most of all. Serve to Russia”.

Nicholas I died on February 18, 1855 at 20 minutes past midday. As A.E. Tyutcheva wrote, he died in
his little study on the first floor of the Winter Palace, “lying across the room on a very simply iron bed with his
head on the green leather cushion and instead of the blanket he was covered with soldier’s overcoat. He seemed
to be caught by death among inconveniences and privations of the military camp’”. The burial procedure of the
Emperor took place on March 6 in the Peter and Paul Cathedral,

In 1859, they have erected personal monument, devoted to Nicholas I in Saint Petersburg, after respective
design project of O. Mountferran.

The Crimean war delayed the coronation ceremony of Alexander I1, which took place only on August 26,
1856. In view of the arrival of numerous foreign guests, authorized representatives of the provinces, cities and
various societies, they contemplated to stage solemn festivities with large splendor. Intensive preparations for the
coronation ceremony were underway. Thus, some 87 Guards’ battalions and 136 guns were sent to Moscow. During
three days the heralds read out announcements to this effect on the city squares and distributed printed copies
thereof. The Kremlin was lighted with multiple electric illuminations, while festive decorations of the Assump-
tion Cathedral featured uncommon splendor. On July 17 the sovereign couple arrived to Moscow. Anticipating
the solemn precession 32 officers brought about to the Red Gate a splendid canopy, made of golden brocade,
adorned with woven eagles and supported by 16 silver stands. Under this canopy they placed 12-step throne. On
special rostrum they placed the throne of John III for the sovereign and the throne of Mikhail Fiodorovich for
the Empress (the throne of Alexey Mikhailovich was meant for the widow Empress). The coronation procession
itself has been arranged with unprecedented solemnity. Alexander I1 has been crowned in his general’s uniform
The holy service has been performed by Metropolitan of Moscow, Philaret, assisted by metropolitan of Saint
Petersburg, Nikanor, Lithuanian metropolitan, losaph, 6 arch bishops, 5 bishops and 12 archimandrites

Upon termination of the coronation ceremony, the solemn procession made its way to the imperial palace.
Alexander II appeared on the balcony, facing the river. They added 3 throne: brought up from the Assumption
“athedral, to the dinner table, placed in the Faceted Chamber. According to the tradition they have arranged
individual dinner table for tsarist family and foreign princes in special bay of the Faceted Chamber. The splendor
of the coronation ceremony and solemn festivities have been followed by respective Manifest of the newly crowned

Emperor on granting special favors. This Manifest contained 21 sections to this effect. In a few days they have
arranged outdoors public festivities with sumptuous fare to the common people on Khodynka field.
The coronation ceremony of Alexander II has been widely highlighted both in Russian and foreign

press.

Downfall of the serfdom is the most significant event in the history of Russia. From 1856 they started
preliminary arrangements for said reform. Thus, in 1858 they have established Principal Committee, in charge
of various peasant matters and they have set up respective committees in the provinces, too. In 1859 they started
coordination of various proposals, coming from the provinces. In addition, they have elaborated the drafts of
the basic documents. In January of 1861 in Saint Petersburg there were held respective meetings, devoted to the
elaboration of the edict on abolition of the serfdom. On January 28 these documents have been presented to the
State Council, at the session of which the Emperor Alexander 1T made his speech. Upon hearing the will of the
Sovereign, on the same day the State Council started discussions of the 20 articles of the draft document. On
February 19 the State Council sent the draft edict to the Emperor fo

On April 17, that is on his birthday, the Emperor Alexander I1 has instituted special medal “For particular
zeal in serfdom abolition” (Silver medal, having 28 mm diameter; they have minted 250 copies of equal golden

medals of the same name, which have been presented only to the governors, general-governors and to the famous
travelers). This medal bore the following inscription “Thank You” This was a particular case of the medal institu-
tion on occasion of the outstanding civil event. Historians refer it to the category of the award medals

The Empress Catherine II, who has rejected flatly the idea to erect the monument in her honor during
her lifetime, said jokingly, that “she would eagerly cede this honor to Alexander’, having in mind her grandson
Only one hundred years later, after her death and during the rule of her great grandson, Alexander I1 the country
gave finally due credit of gratitude to the Empress through immortalizing her memory in bronze.

Ithas been decided to set up this monument in front of the Catherine Palace in Tsarist Selo. In 1860 they
have arranged special contest, selected 6 design projects but not a single one thereof has been approved. In 1861
they have discussed design project, advanced by Mikhail Mikeshin. Two years later the general-governor A.A
Suvorov (the grandson of the generalissimos) appealed to Alexander I1 with personal petition to erect the monu
ment in the capital. M.Mikeshin set to work again and developed a number of new design projects. The model
of the monument according to the respective drawing has been accomplished by M.A. Chizhov. The figures of
the eminent persons of Russia for the pedestal of the monument were made by A.M Opekushin.

The royal assent of the new model of said monument has been given on February 4, 1865. The 4-meter
high statue of Catherine I was finished on February 3, 1867. Mikeshin succeeded in showing the Empress Cath
erine I1 “to support her grandeur herself, while in her own person she embodies all virtues of the enlightened

monarch, devoted in full to the social benefit”
ing in of this monument took place on November 24, 1869 on the square in front of Alexandrinsky
theatre on the name-day of the Empress. On February 15, 1871 Alexander I1 examined yet another version of
the monument model. Meanwhile, construction works were underway on the square. Granite boulders for the
monumental pedestal were brought from Ladoga. In 1872 the statue of the Empress has been cast in bronze.

In general, the work of Mikeshin over the monument to Catherine 11 took twely years. On November
24, 1873 it took place a solemn inauguration of this monument, followed by the guard of honour, religious
procession, 360-shot salute and festive illumination. The monument to Catherine II was illuminated by means
of 4 special appliances in the form of the tubes that cast the light of flame onto the surface of the monument
This monument cost half million rubles for the State Treasure, representing quite a pretty sum in those times.
Thanks to the grace of the Emperor M.O.Mikeshin has been awarded with the Order of Anna of the 11 grade,
A.M. Opekushin has been awarded with the Order of Vladimir of IV grade and M.A. Chizhov has been awarded
with the Order of Stanislaus of the I11 grade.

KoTopoMy yerosus Can-Cr

Main objective of the Russian-Turkish war of 1877-1878 was liberation of Bulgaria, Thrace and Macedonia
from Turkish yoke, as well as advance of Russia towards Constantinople. In 1877 the Russian troops forced cross-
ing over the river Danube, took Shipka and Plevna, while in the Caucasus they have taken Bayazet, Ardagan and
sieged Kars. Moreover, the Russian Army crossed the Balkans. The way to Constantinople was free and Turkey
applied to Russia for armistice. While peaceful talks were underway, the Russian troops kept advancing towards
Constantinople and captured Adrianople

Europe, fearing creation of the powerful Slavonic state on the Balkans, demanded to transfer the armistice
terms for consideration of the respective international conference. Russia had to consider this sort of pressure,
though the Russian troops have taken already San-Stephano 12 km away of the Turkish capital. Here, on March
3, 1878 both sides signed their peace treaty. As the redemption of the 1.5 billion rubles worth contribution, Russia
received Batum, Ardagan, Kars, Bayazet and Southern Bessarabia. Moreover, Serbia, Montenegro and Romania
were granted full independence. Added to this should be the fact, that Bosnia and Herzegovina were granted
self-government, while Bulgaria has been announced as the autonomous princedom and the Turkish troops
should be withdrawn therefrom. As to Romania, it received the northern part of Dobrudzha

Great Britain refused to recognize this peace treaty, fearing advance of Russia to the Mediterranean Sea

All this triggered ever new ultimatums and new saber: ratting. As a result, in July of 1878, they signed Berlin
Treaty, according to which respective provisions of San-Stephano peace treaty were altered and this time to the
detriment of Russia and Balkan nations.

Alexander was 36 years old, when his father, the Emperor Alexander I, perished as a result of the terrorist
act. The death of his beloved parent was a tremendous commotion for the future great sovereign. On becoming
the new ruler of Russia, he has been officially crowned only two years later, in May of 1883. Later on, the Russian
Emperor recalled the day of his coronation ceremony, as one of the happiest days in his life.

Upon accession his throne, Alexander I11 announced about his faith “in the validity and trustworthiness
of the sovereign power, which required protection and guardianship for the benefit of the whole people against
any eventual claims thereupon'. In his Manifest of 1881 the Emperor specified main purpose of his reign as fol-
lows “zealous serving for the benefit of the internal state development, closely linked with successes of citizenship

and solution of the economic and social problems’”

On the eve of the coronation ceremony the tsarist family moved from Kremlin to their Alexandrovskiy
Palace, situated in Neskuchny Gardens and spent three days there, keeping stern fast and reading prayers, while
all about Moscow there were multiple festive entertainments in full swing, people visited each other and there
were staged endless balls everywhere

Coronation ceremony of the Emperor Alexander 111 and of the Empress Maria Fiodorovna took place
in the Assumption Cathedral of the Kremlin on May 15, 1883. The coronation ceremony has been attended by
numerous foreign guests: princes, dukes, grand dukes and so on. The coronation procedure has been accomplished
by the Metropolitans of Moscow, Novgorod and Kiev. In view of enormous concourse of the common people
the Metropolitan laid his hands on the head of tsar, paying genuflector obeisance. Then, standing opposite each
other on their knees, the Emperor and the Metropolitan read the prayers together. The coronation ceremony
met in full all traditional procedures: solemn procession, making its way from the Red Gate to the Assumption
Cathedral, the crowing procedure proper, as well as visiting Archangel and Annunciation Cathedrals

Both the guests and local residents were bewildered with splendid electric illumination of the belfry,
bearing the name of John the Great. On the eve of the coronation ceremony the walls of the Faceted Chamber.
were decorated anew with frescoes and they have acquired external aspect, as they had in the times of Moscow
tsars.

Upon termination of the coronation ceremony, it was held a solemn dinner, arranged in the Faceted
Chamber. On May 21 there have been arranged festive entertainments for the common people on Khodynka
field. Such festivities, dedicated to the coronation ceremony, lasted during two weeks. Their program stipulated
also such actions, as solemn inauguration of the State Historical Museum and consecration of the Cathedral of
the Christ the Savior.

Grand duke Nicholas Nicolaevich, Senior, who commanded the Russian Danube Army during the
Russian-Turkish war of 1877-1878, advanced his own initiative to immortalize the glory of the Russian Army. In
the course of that war and during the assault of Plevna the Russians captured 886 Turkish guns, which have been
brought subsequently to Saint Petersburg to be allocated on the respective monument. Of three design projects,
developed by the engineer G.M. Zhitkov, they have selected only one, which later on has been improved by the
architect D.I. Grimm.

The Pillar of Glory has been erected, using 128 captured Turkish guns, which have been mounted one upon
another in six rows. Said guns were of different sizes and calibers. Accordingly, each gun required particular fixing
in the niche of its own. The Pillar of Glory became the center of the veritable memorial: pedestal, Pillar proper,
capitals and the sculpture of “Victory", crowning this monument. The sculpture of “Victory” has been created
after the drawing, made by PI. Schwarz and chased of the copper sheets. The pedestal of said monument bore
bronze boards with indication of the major battles of the war and particular military units, which participated
in said war. In spite of the enormous diversity of the Turkish guns, general impression was such, as though all

guns were absolutely of the same size.

This monument has been solemnly inaugurated on October 12, 1886 in yet another anniversary of the
victory, scored near the Mountainous Dubnyak. The inauguration ceremony has been attended by His Majesty,
the Emperor together with the Empress, followed by all top-ranking officials of the Russian Army: 38 generals,
36 lieutenant colonels and 268 chief-officers. All court Petersburg was bound to participate in these solemnities:
high-ranking court ladies and maidens of honour had to appear “in short dresses”, while their admirers were
bound to be vested in their parade uniforms.

In the presence of veterans of the Russian-Turkish war of 1877-1878 they staged military parade of the
Guards units, opened by the “most noble Field-Marshals”. Lower ranking officers, who also participated in the
military parade, have been favored with the “Gratitude of His Majesty” and they have been also given from one
to five rubles. Besides, the Emperor awarded certain Petersburg merchants, who took part in the erection of the
Pillar of Glory, with commemorative orders, medals and precious gifts “for useful efforts”

The military parade was followed by the gun volleys in Peter & Paul fortress and by solemn dinner,
arranged in the Hermitage for high-ranking officers.

In January of 1894 Alexander I11 endured flue. Soon there emerged certain kidneys and heart problems
His exposure to cold during summer vocations aggravated the situation with his health and his disease began
progressing rapidly. In Autumn of 1894 the Emperor set off to Livadia. The doctors (professors Leiden, Zakharjin,

surgeons-in-ordinary Girsch and Veljaminov) made their utmost to cure the Emperor. However, the situation
with his health was growing ever more critical. The “Governmental Bulletin” regularly published respective
information about the health condition of the Emperor. John of Kronstadt, as well as the members of the royal
family arrived to Livadia. On October 9, 1894 (it was on Sunday) Alexander 111 called for his spiritual councilor
Yanyshev, to receive communion. This permitted to console and calm down somewhat the pious sovereign.

On October 10 Alice, the bride of Nicholas II, together with the Grand Princess, Elizabeth Fiodorovna
arrived to Livadia. In a few days the health condition of the Emperor Alexander underwent critical aggravation
Before his death he had a long private talk during more than an hour with the heir to the throne. The Emperor died
on October 29, 1894. Two hours later after said grieve occasion all members of the tsarist family swore allegiance
to the new Emperor, Nicholas IT Alexandrovich in front of the privy church of Livadia. After that, the spiritual
councilor, Yanyshev read out respective Manifest to this effect and the coffin with the body of deceased Emperor
has been brought to the Ascension Church They paid last military honors to the deceased Emperor. In addition,
from the cruiser “Memory of Mercury”, anchored in Yalta, they have been fired the mourning gun salvoes
ere imbued with the feelings of sorrow and they emphasized also
the contribution of Alexander I11 into the development of Russia. When ruling the invincible Empire, headed
by the great dynasty, he has succeeded a lot in general progress of Russia. During the reign of Alexander I11 the
country experienced rapid economic growth, spiritual regeneration, consolidation of the subjects and evolution
of the national pride. His epoch has been marked with intensive growth of the cities, plants, factories, as well as
with uprise of the internal and external trade.

The mourning procession arrived to Moscow on October 30, 1894. The mourning service for deceased and
parting ceremony therewith took place on November 7, 1894 in the Archangel Cathedral. The requiem service
and entombment of the body have been accomplished in the tsarist burial vault of the Peter & Paul Cathedral

Coronation ceremony of Nicholas 11 took place on May 14, 1896. On occasion of said solemnities, high
guests arrived to Moscow, including the following extraordinary ambassadors: Queen of Hellenes, Olga Kon
stantinovna, brother of Wilhelm II, Prince Heinrich, the son of the English king and many others (including
3 grand dukes, 2 sovereign princes, 12 heir princes and 16 ordinary princes). For the first time there were also
present authorized representatives of the Patriarchs and respective envoys of Vatican and of Anglican Church
The coronation ceremony was highlighted by hundreds of journalists. They decorated Kremlin, Triumphal Arch,

Tverskaya Street and other objects

All along the way of the solemn procession there have been installed multiple masts, obelisks, pillars,
pavilions and flying flags and there have been lightning numerous electric lamps. On the Red Square they have
erected respective rostra for spectators. Everything was ready for solemn procession of the tsarist cortege. Respec
tive works were also in full swing at Khodynka field, where they planned to arrange public entertainments

On May 9, 1896 there took place a solemn entry of the Tsar into the Kremlin. The coronation ceremony
of May 14 followed the age-long tradition. Accordingly, Nicholas 11 appeared rather in the majestic ermine fur
adorned mantle, than in his colonel’s uniform, thus reviving the ancient Moscow rites. The festivities started at
10.30 a. m. The service has been performed by Palladius, the Metropolitan of Petersburg under assistance of the
Metropolitans of Kiev and Moscow. Palladius asked to pronounce the Symbol of Faith and then, taking imperial
scepter and the orb in his hands, he read out the coronation pra
